It is your responsibility as a student to maintain your
immigration status and comply with immigration regulations while
you are here.

e Study Permit
* Temporary Resident Visa (TRV) or Electronic Travel Authorization (eTA)

It is important to apply for your study permit as soon as you have
received your Cape Breton University acceptance letter.

To apply, you will need to identify the university by its designated
learning institution number (DLI) on the study permit application form.
